Croft seals Summer Open title

Just three weeks away from the start of the International Racquetball Tour 2009-10 season, eighth-ranked Ben Croft traveled to Sun Prairie for a tuneup.

A Lake Bluff (Ill.) native, Croft came back to the Midwest from his home in Colorado and cruised to the title in the Mens Open final of the Summer Open Racquetball Tournament, held this weekend at the Prairie Athletic Club (PAC).
Croft turned back two-time PAC club champ Tracy Chynoweth in two games for the championship. Croft topped Madison’s Eric Cervantes in the quarters and got his closest thing to a scare with a 15-7, 15-13 win over PAC’s Paul Krueger in the semis.
Croft also played with Dan Salamone of Green Bay to roll to the Mens Open Doubles title. Salamone played great on the forehand side and carried over his success to singles, winning the Mens AA division, topping Franklin’s Connor Hueffner in the final.

Chynoweth advanced to the final with two-game wins over Tom Griffith and four-time Summer Open champ Brian Fredenberg, a Sun Prairie native who is one of the hardest hitters on the IRT at nearly 190 miles per hour.

It was a terrific weekend for Chynoweth, who gave Croft a run and won the 35+Open and teamed with Tracie Studinski to take Mixed Open.

Terry Kisling (Minneapolis) teamed with Ryan Jacobs (Minneapolis) to take second in Mens Open doubles after winning the title the previous two years. Kisling also teamed with Sun Prairie’s Pam Larsen to take second in Mixed Open.
Madison’s Jen Bezrutczyk won Womens Open, while Chicago’s Carolyn Watkins took the Womens A crown.
PAC players Kris Allen (Mens A) and Scott Schwenn and Garth Blake (Mens C doubles) also won titles.
