
Benson takes two titles at state junior racquetball tourney

Sun Prairie’s Justus Benson won both events he entered Saturday at the 2010 Wisconsin 
State Junior Racquetball Championships, held at the Prairie Athletic Club (PAC) and 
sponsored by Maly Tile of Sun Prairie  
 
Benson, who took third in the World Junior Racquetball Championships in the 
Dominican Republic last year, won both the 12-and-under and 16-U divisions. Benson 
cruised to both crowns without losing a game.

Carter Simon (Sun Prairie) rolled through the 10-U draw while brothers Steele and 
Masen Beatty won the 12-U 2-bounce and 9-U 2-bounce divisions respectively. 
Green Bay’s Alec Nicholson topped Sun Prairie’s Caden Krueger for the 8-U multi-
bounce crown.
