Depleted Badger Graphics still rolls to Team Racquetball title 
 
Playing without their top player in the second division and middle two players in the third division, 
Badger Graphics still had enough depth to win the 2008-09 Prairie Athletic Club Team Racquetball title. 
 
Leading 9-6 in the final against Madison Street Pub, Badger Graphics clinched the win when captain 
Becky Denniston went to a tiebreaker against Dan Anderson giving her team an insurmountable three-
point lead. 
 
Badger Graphics got wins from its bottom five players in thumping Door Creek Financial, 15-5, in the 
semi-finals. Door Creek Financial had stopped Service Specialists, 13-8, earlier in the day. Interestingly 
enough, two of the three undefeated players on the regular season lost in the match. Paul Krueger won 
both of his matches to lead Door Creek Financial.
